* FEES. Fees are based on 10 lessons per term. Lessons above or below this
number will be paid pro rata. Extra lessons may be scheduled during the school
holidays or at any time by mutual agreement. Fees will be reviewed annually. Pay-
ment is due on or before the first Monday of each term. Late fees can no longer be
added to the Heathfield school bill and lessons will be withdrawn at the first exeat for
pupils with outstanding accounts .

* MISSED LESSONS. If the teacher is unavailable to give any scheduled lesson, the
lesson will be carried forward to another date. If this is not possible, any fee already
paid will be refunded. Any lesson missed by the Pupil will be charged.
